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Out: Check the Back Seat
•	 In just 10 minutes, a car’s temperature can increase by 19°
•	 Before getting out of your car, check the back seat ... Don’t forget 

your child!
•	 Never leave your child alone in a car and call 911 if you see any 

child locked in a car!
•	 Place something in the back seat that you will need at 

work, school, or home (your laptop; your lunch).
